The Swiss Chinese Chamber of Commerce - Beiing Chapter has launched a SARS
donation campaign at the end of May and so far, RMB 132,555 have been collected
from generous corporate and individual donators in the Beijing and Shanghai area.

In the
event of major corporate donation, personalized print or labels on soapboxes could
be examined.

Donations are free of taxes and the UNICEF shall issue, on request, an official
receipt.

The UNICEF fundraising event and donation ceremony, to be hosted by our H.E.
Swiss Ambassador, Mr. D. Dreyer, is now confirmed for the 11 July 2003, at 11 am,
at the UNICEF Beijing premise. Our donators, as well as the Swiss and Chinese
media are invited to this ceremony.
